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More and more Christians are becoming distracted, disillusioned and  
deceived by pseudo prophetic words and revelations, that arenôt what they 
claimed to be, and little attention is really being paid to the truth of straight    
forward literal end-time teaching that is Biblical. Hunger for the forbidden   
knowledge from the Garden of Eden and Satanôs lie that we benefit by obtaining 
such ñknowledgeò is ever increasing in these end-times. Much of this 
ñknowledgeò is being presented as new ñrevelationò that is also being disguised 
as Biblical interpretations from the allegorization of Scripture, which                
accommodates the agenda of well-known ministerôs false teachings and              
prophetic words. Yet, far too many professing Bible believing Christians are not 
taking the time to check out these teachers and really discern (know) their

And we beseech you, brethren, to know them which           
labor among you, and are over you in the Lord, and              
admonish you. (1 Thess 5:12) 
 

The word ADMONISH in the above 
verse, is the Greek word (Strong's 3559) 
nouthesia (noo-thes-ee'-ah) and the 
CWSD [1]: defines it as appealing to the             
conscience, will, and reasoning faculties of 
another. If we do not take the time to really 
KNOW (rightly discern) those who are            
appealing to our conscience, will, and              
reasoning faculties through their                   
revelations and prophetic wordsðwe will 
easily be deceived by what they teach and 
prophesy, especially when it is pleasing to our mind, will and emotions.  

For instance, I recently was reminded that Harold Camping, an                    
engineer-turned-radio-minister, taught that Jesus was physically coming to this 
earthé on several very specific occasions. He had a huge following that loved 
and received his message. Interestingly enough, on his third attempt (which 
also did not come to pass), Camping suffered a stroke and eventually died.  

I see this as one of those occasions when God chose to judge an                  
individual for daring to speak ñin His Nameò and ultimately became a false 
prophet because of it. Iôm simply saying that there are too many who are willing 
to claim that God spoke to them and theyôre relaying the message when in point 
of fact, they are simply imagining things or hearing the voices of demons and 
failing to ñtest the spiritsò as we are told to do in (1 John 4:1-2). What is most 
troubling about all of these individuals and their so-called prophecies is the 
complete lack of discernment, not only from the individual ñprophetsò                    
themselves but from those who follow them. 

One of the latest individuals to come to the forefront is a guy by the name 
of Mark Taylor, a retired firefighter. According to him, he says he was ñgivenò a 
very specific prophecy in 2011 and apparently it has unfolded so that now he 
realizes that God has told him (definitively) that Donald Trump is Godôs choice 
to bring America back from utter destruction and that God told him that Donald 
Trump will be the next president and that anyone who criticizes him will be

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struck down, explaining that God has been preparing Trump for his entire life to 
become an extraordinarily successful president who will fight Satan. Now I see 
many are prophesying the same thing, after he released this word on certain 
well-known internet media outlets. I have always thought it very curious how 
false prophets use other ñpopular false propheciesò as the basis to prophesy 
their ñword from Godò that ñconfirmsò and builds upon what is false and                 
deceptive. 

 

"Therefore," says the Lord, "I am against these prophets 
who steal messages from each other and claim they are 
from me... I am against these smooth-tongued prophets who 
say, 'This prophecy is from the Lord!' (Jer 23:30-21) NLT 

 

 I first heard of Mark Taylor from a radio ministry that promotes the minis-
tries of other end-time watchmen who encourage being prepared for times of 
great chaos and tribulation. I had never heard of Mark Taylorðso I decided to 
listen to his ñprophetic wordò that was being promot-
ed as a legitimate prophesy by this widely listened 
to radio ministry.[1] However, after hearing Taylor 
set the stage for this prophecy, I immediately dis-
cerned that Mark Taylor and his prophecy concern-
ing Donald Trump was not going to be a true pro-
phetic word. 
 Iôm sure Mark Taylor is a very sincere man who 

may love God, but he is also a sincerely deceived 
man. After doing a little research I found what I had  
discerned about Mark Taylor was true, which was 
he is a ñdominionist NARò (New Apostolic Refor-
mation) self-proclaimed prophet. I have reported many times, those involved in 
this heretical movement are tapping into the realm of sorcery and are 
ñexperiencingò very real supernatural experiences, such as ñhearing wordsò they 
think are God but are actually messages from  lying spirits. Those hearing and 
receiving these false ñprophetic revelationsò are what the Bible calls 
ñenchantersò[2]  who operate (knowingly or unknowingly through demonic pow-
ers.  

 

There shall not be found among you any one that (is)... 
an enchanter, or a witch, Or a charmer, or a consulter 
with familiar spirits... (Deut 18:10-11) 
 

An ñenchanterò is defined as one who ñlearns by (demonic) experiencesò (i.e. 
knowledge from demonic and occult powers).  It is no secret that demonic              
spirits can give us many spiritual experiences such as revealing to us                     
information that is very accurate and is for the sole purpose of causing

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 deception. This is the case with Mark Taylor and the information that he was 
given in 2011 concerning the campaign and presidency of Donald Trump. 

I am amazed at seeing Christians, who say they believe what the Bible               
reveals regarding the end-time prophesied tribulation and persecution that is 
now facing Godôs peopleðbecoming ñCHARMEDò[3] (enamored and fascinated) 
by false prophetic words like Taylorôs ñENCHANTINGò prophecy concerning 
Donald Trump. Again, to be ñenchantedò also refers to being delighted and            
fascinated by something (deceptive). As I said, Taylors prophetic word is very 
accurate in many of the details that he states were given to him in 2011                
concerning Trumps campaign. However, when we hear and receive any                
prophecy because we are ñfascinatedò by the ñaccuracyò of what is said, we 
may fail to really discern where this information is coming from. May we never 
forget the fact that the girl who followed Paul around and prophesied by a spirit 
of divination, was also very accurate in what she said. However, Paul did not 
become ñfascinatedò by what she said, instead he discerned that a spirit of            
divination was at work in this girl and dealt with it accordinglyé 

 

And it came to pass, as we went to prayer, a certain damsel                   
possessed with a spirit of divination met us, which brought her 
masters much gain by soothsaying... The same followed Paul and 
us, and cried, saying, ñthese men are the servants of the most-
high God, which show unto us the way of salvationé And this did 
she many days. But Paul, being grieved, turned and said to the 
spirit, I command thee in the name of Jesus Christ to come out of 
her. And he came out the same hour.ò (Acts 16:16-17) 
 

I find it ironic that this same spirit is still crying out through false prophets 
who operate in divination (and donôt even know it and wouldnôt admit to it if this 
were shown to them from the Word) and these now are proclaiming that Donald 
Trump is the way to salvation for America!  

 
How do I know that divination is at work in Mark Taylor? Because as I       

listened recently to Mark being interviewed, my attention was drawn to what he said 
regarding a ñvisitation experienceò he said  happened to him in 2006. In that 
ñvisitationò he said he was told an ñangelò had been assigned to him... ñfor the gift of 
faithòï now what does that mean??ðand who told him this (he just assumes it is 
God).  

However, according to Scripture ONLY the Holy Spirit is the distributor of all 
of the spiritual giftsïnot angels (which should have been his first clue). Many in the 
NAR movement claim to have ñvisitations from angels that bring them              mes-
sagesòðwhich is something the Bible clearly warns us abouté 

 

But even if we, or an angel from heaven, proclaims any other gospel 
(i.e. Good News Message) to you than what we have preached to you, let 
him be accursed. (Gal 1:8) (Parenthesis mine)  
 

In his prophecy Mark Taylor  says America, through Trumpôs presidency  
will be  restored and be made the most respected, powerful and prosperous 
nation on earth once again. This is certainly what can be termed a ñgood news 
messageò that many will love hearing! However, what does the Word say?

ing.ò Many oc-
cultists and 
new agers   
engage in 
ñautomatic writ-
ingò or writing 
under the in-
spiration of a        
demonic spiritï
which is what  
Mark Taylor  
calls ñanointed 
writing.ò 
 

Writing under the influence of another spirit is a manifestation of sorcery 
(divination)ïcalled automatic writing which is nothing more than a means for 
channeling a demonic spirit.  

The Holy Spirit will not influence a person to write something that is not 
Biblical, such as Marks prophecies that are also ñomenò basedé like his ñGreat 
Horseò prophecy that he alluded to during his radio interview.  

He stated that the winner of a famous horse race was to be a 
ñsignò (omen) for the end time church when it occurred (which it did occur). 
When people start looking to ñsigns (omens) and wondersò (not mentioned in 
prophetic Scriptures) to give them ñprophetic revelationòðbeware! 

He also stated that he was told that his ñassigned angelò was going to 
hear words from the throne of God (is this angel where Mark gets his                 
messages from?) and this angel would also immediately bring these words to 
pass.  

Mark however, received three prophecies that he said were supposed to 
happen in 2012, which did not come to pass (immediately when the were given 
to him).  

His explanation for these not immediately coming to pass as he                     
said he was told, was because the Lord told him the church was not ready for 
their fulfillment. Too many professing Christians today do not understand the 
many errors that are coming to the surface in false prophecies like these.  
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 They want to hear things that scratch their itching ears instead. Aside  from  the  
error  these  false  prophets  teach, is  the  fact that they manage to find a way 
to excuse themselves when their ñpropheciesò donôt come to pass. The idea that 
the ñchurch wasnôt readyò for the fulfillment of what was allegedly told to Taylor 
by Godðis simply a cop-out.  

Yes, there are examples where God seemingly changed His mind or 
modified His plan as in the case of Jonahôs prophecy concerning Nineveh, 
(which was only a temporary stay of Godôs judgmentðfor Nineveh ultimately 
was destroyed as Jonah was told to prophesy or with Hezekiah when God gave 
him an additional 15 years, at which point, the prophet Isaiah had to turn 
around, go back, and prophesy again to Hezekiah that God had granted his 
plea (see Isaiah 38; 2 Kings 20). 

But today self-proclaimed ñprophetsò 
can make all sorts of claims that are 
never held up to real scrutiny. Those 
who do attempt to examine their words 
in light of the Scriptures, are labeled as 
being divisive, legalistic or pharisaical, 
because they donôt like anyone daring 
to question their word from God. Any 
true prophet will welcome discerning 
Biblical scrutiny of any prophetic Word 
that is given to them by Godðfor they 
know He would NEVER contradict or 
go beyond His written word. As I like to 

say, ña true prophet knows they are just Godôs mailman delivering His               
message,ò which means they do not have their own agendaðthus, whether the 
message is rejected or accepted true prophets understand it is not a                   
personal refection upon themðfor their mission is to ñspeak the Word only.ò As 
the Lord told me when I started my ministry...  

 

Herald and preach the Word! Keep your sense of urgency, 
whether the opportunity seems to be favorable or unfavorable. 
Whether it is convenient or inconvenient, whether it is welcome 
or unwelcome, you as preacher of the Word are to show people 
in what way their lives are wrong. And convince them, rebuking 
and correcting, warning and urging and encouraging them,  
being unflagging and inexhaustible in patience and teaching.            
(2 Tim 4:2) AMP 
 

Mark Taylorôs prophecies all revolve around a false Preterist 
ñDominionistò teaching, which states the last day church is going to usher in a 
world wide ñharvestò (revival)ðwhich is not what the Bible prophesies for the 
end times church. I was taught, while I was involved with the NAR movement, 
that an end-time harvest was about to take place, and millions were going to be 
ushered into the Kingdom of God on earth. However, when it came to their false 
teachings and prophecies the Scriptures being used to validate these were           
either being allegorized when they should be taken as literal (or vice versa) or 
they were being taken out of context, completely misinterpreted or the                
Scriptures were added to or taken away from. As  with  all  NAR  prophets,  
Mark  believes the church must establish Godôs literal Kingdom upon the earth 
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so Jesus can come backð-for which there is no Biblical foundation for this idea. 
Many Christians are going to fall for Markôs false prophecy and other revelations 
and teachings that are built upon thisðall because they want to see America 
restored and not destroyed by antichrist as clearly revealed in Scripture. 

Throughout modern times, there have been people rising to the top of the 
heap with one claim of prophecy after another. Even though these prophecies 
often failed to materialize, people continue to chase after what they hear as 
something ñnew.ò  

People make decisions based solely upon how it makes them feel about 
something. Forget absolute truth from Scripture! People today prefer to                    
determine truth subjectively or base it upon how it resonates within them rather 
than objectively through studying the Scriptures. 

 

For the time will come when people will not put up 
with sound doctrine. Instead, to suit their own               
desires, they will gather around them a great number 
of teachers to say what their itching ears want to 
hear.  (2 Timothy 4:3). 

 

Why does this continue? Why do people refuse to hear the truth and 
hang on so firmly to the false belief that America can or will be turned around, 
by putting their faith in false prophetic words?  

Mainly it boils down to a failure to understand Godôs prophetic plan as 
rightly revealed in His Word. What is astonishing is the number of comments 
found in the comments section under the video interview with Taylor that I             
listened to on YouTube, which supported  Mark! Some were praising God for 
choosing Donald Trump to save this nation from destruction.

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One comment from a person listening to the interview with Taylor said: ñLet me 
note I have sent this off to my Pastors, and my church family is so excited as we 
all are. I canôt say his prophecy is false hope because GOD doesnôt give false 
anythingéò 

Thus, anything that gets us ñexcitedò cannot be 
false?! Sadly, these people are not using any form 
of discernment at all. They are merely going by 
how the information from Taylor makes 
them feel. They choose to believe that Trump is 
the guy who should be our next president-ï               
because he is chosen by God-ïthus, God will work 
in and through him to bring America back from  
destruction. Which means, they are not              
prepared or preparing for what really lies ahead.  
       Those hearing and receiving this false ñgood 
news messageò (which is a false gospelðbecause 
it is not according to the gospel Jesus preached in 
Matthew 24) are becoming excited and filled with a 
false hope of being able to avoid the pain of             
destruction and persecution occurring during the 
tribulation period, which is prophesied to happen 
before Jesus returns. Thus, those believing this 
exciting false word donôt need (or want) anything           
further to prove anything contrary to their false     
belief (including Scripture).  

Satan doesnôt want people to see the truth so he works very hard to              
create confusion through false prophets and teachers and their ñcomplex      
prophecies and teachingsò that are designed to pull the wool over the eyes of 
people who pride themselves on seeking ñspiritual knowledgeòðbut cannot see 
beyond themselves. The more complex the so-called prophecy or revelation, 
the better because it keeps peopleôs eyes off the clarity and simplicity of           
Scripture and on the prophet or teacher to explain what is false.  

When people become ñfascinatedò by a so-called prophecy that sounds 
so ñspiritually deep,ò they  find  themselves  in  awe  of  (i.e. fascinated and 
charmed by) not only by what is being said but also by the person speaking 
what is said. Those being charmed by false prophetic words that promise things 
like world wide restoration and revivalðbecome unwilling to listen to what the 
Bible really does teach regarding the truth concerning the end times.  

So, until a person comes out from under the ñspellò of what is falseðthey 
continue to view what they hear through the confusion and defiling influence of 
sorcery. When pride is present this will keep defiling demonic influences ruling 
their life.  

There were times I came under the charming influence of what I heard 
my favorite false teachers and prophets say, but when the Holy Spirit would 
bring me the Scriptures that contradicted what I heardðI had a choice to 
makeðI could rationalize and argue the truth away or ignore it all together.
